ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN OF THE COUNCIL

CASUAL VACANCY DEVORAN WARD

The Clerk reported, further to minute 8899, that three applications had now been received for the casual vacancy in the Devoran Ward formerly held by Rev'd Carrivick. Mrs West, the only candidate present, gave council a presentation and, following a subsequent vote, Mrs West was duly elected as a new members for the Devoran Ward. 

The Chairman officially welcomed Mrs West to the Council.

DECLARATIONS OF ACCEPTANCE OF OFFICE


The Chairman, VIce-Chairman and Mrs West signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office Register as required following their election.  

PUBLIC SESSION

The Chairman asked members if they would agree to adjourn the meeting to enable public participation. Councillor Langdon proposed Council adjourn and this was seconded by Councillor Brock and carried by the meeting unanimously.

During the public session: 

Residents and neighbours spoke against a planning proposal to demolish an existing store and construct a new agricultural shed on land at Feock near the Green Triangle. The Chairman thanked residents for their attendance and explained their views would be taken into account during the Council meeting later.

At this point Chairman confirmed, as there were no other issues from residents, that Council was in formal session.

PLANNING APPLICATIONS CONSIDERED ON

1.        MR C. BELL, 18, DEVORAN LANE, DEVORAN.

Remove bungalow roof and construct first floor extension and replace roof tiles with slate and install aluminium windows.


The Parish Council has no objection to these proposals as set out.

2.        MR & MRS A. NICHOLLS, THE STABLES, BISSOE ROAD, CARNON DOWNS.


Change of use of land to stationing of static caravan for residential use.


The Parish Council has no objection to these proposals as set out.

3.
MR & MRS D. RICHARDS, TREGARTHEN, PENPOL.

Extension at roof level to form sunlounge and balcony and internal works to form new bathroom.

The Parish Council has no objection in principal to these proposals, but is concerned about possible loss of privacy and amenity to adjoining neighbours.  

4.            DR & MRS A. WALKER, BEAVERS LODGE, POINT.

To erect a bedroom extension, convert existing garage to bedroom and to erect a single garage.


The Parish Council has no objection to these proposals as set out.

5.        MR & MRS A. JACKSON, HARBOUR LIGHT, RESTRONGUET POINT, FEOCK.

Demolish existing dwelling, construct new five bedroom dwelling of eco friendly construction, and replacement garaging accommodation under.

The Parish Council has no objection in principal to the redevelopment of this property, but is concerned with the proposed extensive flat roof provision which is generally considered contrary to principles of good design in this area.

6.        MR & MRS A. GRUBB, FOURTURNINGS, FEOCK.

Erection of two storey extension.


The Parish Council has no objection to these proposals as set out.

7.        MR & MRS B. STEWARD, WINDRUSH, PENPOL.

Proposed front extension to existing bungalow.


The Parish Council has no objection to these proposals as set out.

8.        MRS E. GRANT, 27, CHYCOOSE PARK, POINT, DEVORAN.

Erection of rear extension


The Parish Council has no objection to these proposals as set out.

9.
MR B POPE, LAND AT FEOCK, FEOCK.


Demolition and reconstruction of existing stores and new agricultural shed.

The Parish Council is greatly concerned about these proposals on the basis that the new agricultural shed is considered too large to service existing agriculture activity on this site. There is no indication in the design statement justifying an additional building of this size. If agriculture use were to cease, any B1 or B2 use would be contrary to the Local  Plan in this particular location. There is also concern that additional activity on onto a narrow highway at this location would be contrary to local road safety. 

The Parish Council has no objection in principal to the replacement of the existing store, but would not wish to see this application positively determined at this time without justification for the additional shed. 

10. `       MR M. DAWES, 4, CARNON CRESCENT, CARNON DOWNS. (Information only)
Removal of existing hedges and replacement with brick wall two metres in height and one metre in height at the front.

While it is understood that this application is for information only, the Parish Council has the view that the removal of an existing hedge and replacement of a brick wall will be contrary to sustaining semi-rural character in this area. The hedge is adjoining local authority development and it is considered that Carrick Housing Ltd should take a more positive view on maintaining local character in this particular location.








11.
MR J. DUVAL, HIGHER TRESITHICK BARN, CARNON DOWNS.

Alterations to existing stable block to form office space and holiday let.


The Parish Council has no objection to these proposals as set out.

12.        MISS H. READ, OLD CARNON HILL, CARNON DOWNS.

One double sided totem sign, one roof mounted name sign and one menu board.

The Parish Council objects to elements of these proposals on the basis that two additional signs will be clearly visual from Carnon Downs village and the A39,

that there will be three six metres signs on prominent ground compared to one existing, and that sign C would most likely contribute to light pollution in the area.

The District Council has always taken a serious stance to ensure good planning on this site. The site was carefully landscaped which contributed to the landscape value of the area, and gave a reasonable impression on entering and leaving the village.

The Parish Plan places great emphasis on enhancing the visual character of the village. It is considered that unnecessary signage will detract from this, and add further to the urbanisation of Carnon Downs.
