CHAIRMAN:  Councillor C J B Taylor 

During the public session preceding the meeting

Mr Diston expressed how badly his home was affected by the proximity of the A39 at Carnon Gate. He explained that the main problem was noise, particularly from speeding traffic on both traffic lanes.

The Clerk explained that the Council would be meeting Officers from the County Council soon to follow up on previous issues related to the A39 which would address the issues raised.

Councillor Groves proposed that the minutes of the Council meeting held on 17th March 2008, as circulated, be confirmed as a true record and signed by the Chairman. This was seconded by Councillor Langdon and carried by the meeting.

REPORTS FROM MEMBERS

REPORTS ON PREVIOUS BUSINESS

The Clerk reported, in connection with future working arrangements with the Unitary Authority, that Councillor Chamberlain, the Chairman of the Localism Committee, had agreed to meet with representatives of the parish council at a mutually convenient time. Arrangements would be made as soon as possible.

The Clerk confirmed that the casual vacancy in Devoran had now been advertised by the District Council. 

It was noted that following approaches to the Planning Office at the District Council a meeting would be arranged at a mutually convenient time to discuss planning determinations at Carnon Downs Garden Centre. The Clerk asked members to let him know if they wished to attend the meeting, which would be arranged as soon as possible.

With regard to the Parish Plan the Clerk confirmed that there had been a good response from residents who wished to serve on the Council's Sub-Committees/ Working Groups, and that he would make arrangements to meet with the Chair and Vice-Chair of these groups as soon as possible to carry matters forward. In the meanwhile arrangements had been made for the Chair, Vice-Chair of the Roads and Transport Group, and the Clerk to meet with PC Nigel Hyde on traffic and speeding issues.


Members noted an invitation to the Cornwall AONB Conference on 17th May. The Clerk 


asked any members who might be interested to attend to let him know by 25th April.

The Clerk confirmed that Truro College had agreed that it would be useful to review issues relating to use of recreational land at Tregye, and that a meeting would be held as soon as mutually convenient.

Apologies were received from Councillor Hambly-Staite, District Councillor Hill, and County Councillor Currie.

CURRENT REPORTS

CORNWALL COUNTY COUNCIL

There was no report from County Councillor Currie on this occasion.

CARRICK DISTRICT COUNCIL

Councillor Mrs West reported on the CCC Cat Protection Scheme, the planning determination at 21 Chycoose Parc, and the potential for variations in the numbers of councillors for the new Unitary Authority.

Councillor Chamberlain reported that staffing arrangements for the Unitary Authority were now evolving, and that conclusions were being reached on the numbers of County Councillors which would be likely to follow the principle of one Member for each Ward.  Discussions were also ongoing on a Planning Core Strategy which it was anticipated would be completed within the first year of the new authority.

The Chairman thanked District Council Members for their attendance and reports.

DEVON AND CORNWALL POLICE

PC Nigel Hyde reported on crimes since the last meeting, including theft from a motor vehicle in Feock, theft of copper and a domestic assault in Carnon Downs, drink driving in Quenchwell Road, theft of a boat and a trailer in Feock, possession of cannabis and antisocial behaviour, and criminal damage. PC Hyde confirmed that speed checks would continue.

The Chairman thanked PC Hyde for his attendance and report, his ongoing good work in the community, and the exceptional level of support he had given the parish council over recent months.

CONSULTATION-PLANNING BRIEF FORMER DEVORAN SCHOOL

The Clerk explained that the statutory consultation for the Planning Brief for the former Devoran School site had started on 20th March and would finish on 1st May. Members considered their response to the Brief and following some discussion Councillor Groves proposed the Council respond to the consultation as set out in Appendix D. This was seconded by Councillor Mrs Smeath and carried by the meeting.

BEATING THE BOUNDS

Councillor Richards reported on arrangements for the Council to "Beat the Bounds". It was noted that the council's working group had concluded that the event would now take place on 7th June 2008,and would leave from either Devoran or Point Quay depending on the size of the tide and the boat used. Advertising was taking place to establish residents interest in joining with the parish council, and arrangements would be formalised at the next meeting in early May. In the meanwhile Members would be walking the route to establish a timetable and where it would be most appropriate to stop for refreshments. The Chairman thanked Councillor Richards for his report and the working group for the arrangements made so far.

AUDIT ARRANGEMENTS FOR THE 2007/8 ACCOUNTS

The Clerk reported that the District Auditor had fixed the date for Electors questions and the relevant dates for the completion and inspection of the council's accounts for 2007/8. It was noted they would be available for council at the next meeting on 12th May. The Chairman thanked the Clerk for his statutory report.

NOTICE BOARDS

The Clerk reported that Devoran School Governors had appointed Mr Howard Almond as their Governor with specific responsibilities for liaison with the parish council. This was particularly pleasing and was as a direct result of consultation with the Chairman of Governors over recent months.


It was noted that the Governors had asked if the parish council would consider it appropriate to share the cost of a new notice board near the school. Given that the school had now moved it was felt that a joint notice board would serve the school, the community and the parish council well. Following some discussion Councillor Mrs Felton proposed the council agree in principle to share the cost of a new notice board near the school, and that the matter be referred to the Parish Plan Village Facilities Group to carry forward and make recommendations to council in due course. This was seconded by Councillor Langdon and carried by the meeting.

PROPERTY SURVEY


The Clerk referred to recent communications with Members on the Property Survey for 2008. The Clerk explained that it was anticipated this year that when all returns had been collated he would bring a report to council on the issues and the cost. It would also be appropriate at that time to review the council's assets and opportunities for their continued use.

The Chairman thanked the Clerk for his report.

WEED TREATMENT AGENCY 2008/9


The Clerk confirmed the Agency contribution for 2008/9 for weed clearance throughout the parish area. Following some discussion Councillor Langdon proposed the Agency arrangements for 2008/9 be accepted by the parish council as set out. This was seconded by Councillor Richards and carried by the meeting.

INSURANCE 
The Clerk confirmed an increase in the cost of Insurance premiums for 2008/9 of 4.6%, which was entirely within increases within the industry. It was noted that cover had increased by 5% arising from revaluation and additional items, and that the premiums were within budget +£60. The Clerk explained that Insurance's had been tested 3 years ago and that a further test at this time would not be likely to bring improvements or reduced costs. The Chairman thanked the Clerk for his report.

Consultation response to proposed Supplementary Planning Document-Former School site Devoran

Parish Council views on the overall Brief

Feock Parish Council unequivocally supports and endorses all of the statements set out in the Public Consultation Draft Planning Brief for the for Devoran School site in Market Street Devoran.

Additional information supporting this conclusion

Paragraph 1.1 and the basis for the Parish Council initiative to prepare the Planning Brief

· The Brief was commissioned by the Parish Council, in a working arrangement with the District Council, following:

· Correspondence between the Parish Council and the District Council Planning 

· Department in May 2005 asking that full and due consideration be given to the uses for the former school site to ensure a balance of provision which would considerably enhance community life.

· Encouragement from the Director of Education at Cornwall County Council in July 2005 that it would be useful if the Parish Council led a local debate on what the residents of Devoran wanted from the former school site

· Early warning that the Diocese and the Property Managers from the County Council were reticent to enter into a meaningful debate on future uses for the site

· A meeting between District Council Regeneration, Economic Development and Conservation Officers and representatives of the Parish Council on 16th July 2006 when it was established that the site should be capable of meeting housing, community and small scale commercial uses

· The results of a complete household survey of Devoran in 2006 to support the development of a Parish Plan. In summary 94% of households responding overwhelmingly supported the principle of a mixed development as set out in the Planning Brief. An extract of questionnaire results used to support this assertion is attached at Appendix A.

· Proposals from the owners in January 2007 that the site should be developed entirely for executive housing purposes.

· Confirmation from the School Governors in March 2007 that it was felt the site was of value in meeting a number of local needs including current inadequate arrangements for complete wrap around care provision as part of the Government Extended Services Agenda

· A meeting between the existing owners, representatives from the Parish Council, the local District Council Member and the Head of Development Control on 26th April 2007 from which it became clear that the existing owners were still reticent to enter into a meaningful debate on the development of the site

The Parish Council subsequently concluded that if proper and due consideration was to be given to the future marketing and eventual development of the former school site it would be extremely helpful to seek formal Planning Policies through the evolution of a professional Planning Brief.

Paragraph 1.2

The Public consultation undertaken has demonstrated, as required, that community involvement has been an integral part of the process, has been approached in an entirely inclusive manner, and has ensured that the final proposals are owned by the majority of residents in the village. The independent results of the public consultation are entirely consistent with the findings from the exercises undertaken to establish resident's views for the Parish Plan.

Paragraph 1.3

The objectives set for the Brief are entirely consistent with the purpose set for it by the Parish Council and are consistent with conclusions drawn by the local community in the Parish Plan.

Paragraph 1.4

The independent conclusions drawn in this paragraph are entirely consistent with the views of the Parish Council and the District Council as they have evolved from previous public consultations and issues set out in the working documents of the Parish Plan.

Paragraph 2

The site appraisal presented in paragraphs 2.1. to 2.3 includes, as required, an analysis of the site and its existing character. This identifies the importance of the buildings and how previous use has contributed to village vitality. It also provides an extremely helpful background to use as a benchmark against which to gauge future development and conservation opportunities elsewhere in the Brief.

Paragraph 3

The Planning Policy Context set out within the Brief will be very helpful to existing owners and residents in clarifying the importance of current planning policy in the context of the future development of the former school site. The Brief helps, for instance, to put into perspective for the existing owners what planning requirements will be required in terms of the type of development required, the development mix, and the local vernacular. This section of the Brief also highlights where reconciliation will be necessary with community strategies, emerging conservation strategies for Devoran, Structure Plans, and recreational and community aspirations set out in the Parish Plan. References to the Core Strategy will need to be rationalised or removed since notice of its removal. 

Paragraph 4

The key objectives set out in this paragraph are entirely consistent with existing Parish Council policies, and conclusions drawn from the evolution of the Parish Plan.

Of particular importance is the requirement now expressed consistently by the residents of Devoran, that a mixed development of residential, community and commercial is required. It is also important that this provision will integrate with and strengthen existing local distinctiveness, build on existing sense of community and place, and provide for a vibrant environment and a diverse set of occupants. It is considered important that all of these aspirations should be part of the integral development of this site and not provided elsewhere in the village to satisfy the existing owners needs to maximise the financial gains from the sale of this site.

The uses for the site set out in this paragraph are considered only illustrative, although many of the aspirations were also independently expressed during the evolution of the Parish Plan. 

The Parish Council believes that the challenge for the development of this site to meet issues set out in the Brief rests with the existing owners and future developers in due course.  Much more open dialogue will be necessary with the Parish Council who will continue to work with the community through the Parish Plan Steering Group in managing its implementation over time to achieve the aspirations set out. 

Paragraphs 4.2 to 4.5 are considered wholly appropriate to the future sustainability and proper conservation of the site.

Paragraph 5

The Council agrees with the principles set out in this paragraph which it considers are wholly necessary to ensure a successful future planning determination that will be strong enough to carry through Local Government Review.
