During the public session:

Mr Bassett spoke against planning development proposals at Trehayle, Restronguet Point on the basis of their non compliance with Policy 6J of the Local Plan, and particularly the effect of the scale and height of the proposals adjacent to his property.

Mr Kumar Avel, and his agents Mr Montague, and Mr Hodge spoke for the application, explaining that the proposals had been altered to help with compliance with the necessary planning policies and that there was further scope for compromise should that be necessary.

The Chairman thanked those who had attended the public session and explained the various views would be taken into account during the following council meeting.

8975      MINUTES

Councillor Tunnicliffe proposed that the minutes of the Council Meeting held on 16th September 2008, as circulated, be confirmed as a true record and signed by the Chairman. This was seconded by Councillor Mrs Woolcock and carried by the meeting.

MATTERS ARISING


REPORTS FROM MEMBERS

The Chairman reported with great regret that he had to notify council of the resignation of Mrs Blenheim-Hassett.

REPORTS ON PREVIOUS AND ONGOING BUSINESS

Councillor Brock explained he was pleased to report that he and the Clerk and been in discussions with private landowners who were considering letting allotments privately in the parish area. He explained that this was a situation that the council would no doubt wish to encourage and facilitate as far as possible. It was noted that Councillor Brock would continue to report as matters progressed.

The Clerk explained with regard to the long outstanding obstructions on Byway 29 that the County Council now wished to pursue alternative proposals to prosecution, and had asked the council for their views. Following some discussion Councillor Mrs Baker proposed the parish council offer to convene a meeting between county council officers and local residents to resolve issues to the satisfaction of all concerned.

The Clerk reported on planning enforcement matters at Chirwyn, Quenchwell and on land near the Green Triangle, at Feock, both issues currently being investigated by the enforcement officer.

The Clerk reported that the parish council's planning brief for the Devoran School site was

now being considered by the Planning Committee of the District Council on 22nd October with clear recommendations for its adoption as a Supplementary Planning Document. 

The Clerk explained it was appropriate that the council should meet with the School and officers from the County Council to help determine its future uses, and a meeting had been arranged to carry this forward.

The Clerk explained that the public consultation on the Devoran Conservation Area Appraisal and Management Plan had started on 13th October and would run for six weeks. It was anticipated that the Plan would be adopted as supplementary planning guidance in January 2009.

He thanked those Devoran Members who had greatly contributed to various drafts that had led to the final consultation document, and the district council officer Kate McCavana who had project managed the studies. It was noted that the parish council had been very involved in the evolution of the plan and clearly had a defined new role to help manage and support the Management Plan. The Clerk explained that to assist with the consultation  a house to house mail drop would be undertaken. It was also noted that a formal response would be required from the parish council to the consultation at the next council meeting.

8977     APOLOGIES
Apologies were received from Councillors Mrs Smeath, and Challen and District Councillors Hill and Chamberlain.

CURRENT REPORTS


CORNWALL COUNTY COUNCIL

County Councillor Currie reported that he had £3000 to distribute to community groups throughout the parish area and he would be consulting with various people to ensure the money was spent on worthwhile causes.

Councillor Currie expressed his concern that the evolution of One Cornwall continued but progress was still painfully slow and that he would continue to report. It was now encouraging that a new Chief Executive would soon be appointed and that as he had a great deal of background experiences in "localism" it was hoped the pace of change would increase.

There was concern that improved traffic calming arrangements for Old Carnon Hill had still not been completed but that he would continue to monitor the situation. 

The Chairman thanked Councillor Currie for his attendance and report


CARRICK DISTRICT COUNCIL

District Councillor West reported that the number of meetings at Carrick continued to reduce, and that the Truro and Threemilestone Area Plan would be considered imminently. District Councillor Mrs West also reported on planning determinations at Tanglewood, Beavers Lodge, and Quenchwell Chapel.

Following her attendance at the Quaker House Open Day she had been pleased to hear of the grant assistance that would help with rethatching.

Councillor Mrs West expressed her concern that electoral delays at the new Unitary Authority were likely to cause public concern as existing members effectively had no electoral mandate.

Mrs West expressed her thanks to Kelly Blenheim-Hassett who had helped her greatly in the three months she had been a councillor. 

The Chairman thanked Councillor Mrs West for her attendance and report

DEVON AND CORNWALL POLICE

PC Nigel Hyde reported on 9 crimes since the last meeting including domestic assault at Feock, drink driving in Feock, theft of power tools and building site thefts at Feock, the theft of a canoe and a boat cover from Loe Beach, theft from Trelissick Gardens, and an outboard engine at Restronguet Point.

In response to a question from Councillor Groves PC Hyde explained that the person who regularly walked around the parish area was being monitored for his welfare.

The Chairman thanked PC Hyde for his attendance and his very useful ongoing work in the community.

8979      PLANNING

PARISH PLAN
The Clerk reminded members of the Parish Plan Steering Group on 15th October and expressed his delight that the working groups during the September meeting had been so successful. The effort involved in the evolution of the working groups had undoubtedly been a success and were now helping to drive parish plan matters forward. It was noted that the evolution of schemes were raising budget issues that would need to be considered following the Steering Group meeting and before the budget was prepared in December. It was hoped that a pre-budget report would be available for council in November.

PARISH COUNCIL HISTORY

Councillor Richards explained that he had now completed the draft of his proposed "Parish Council History" and asked the council to consider if they would now consider publication. If council wished him to proceed toward publication he could obtain quotations of the cost for further consideration before proceeding. Following some discussion Councillor Hambly-Staite proposed the Council support Councillor Richards in publication of his "History of the Parish Council", subject to quotations for the overall costs.  This was seconded by Councillor Brock and carried by the meeting.

FOOTPATH MAINTENANCE AGENCY

The Clerk reported that future funding of the maintenance of footpaths was likely to reduce arising from a decision taken by the County Council to no longer fund the maintenance of "bronze" footpaths. It was noted that negotiations were ongoing presently to maximise funding and to possibly avoid these reductions, and that further reports would be forthcoming following various meetings that had been arranged.

CONSULTATION-THE MAKING OF BYLAWS

The Clerk referred to a consultation document from the Department for Communities and Local Government on proposed new procedures to facilitate the making of Byelaws without the Secretary of States scrutiny. The Clerk explained that a response was required by 20th November and asked for delegation to a group of volunteer members. Following some discussion Councillors Hambly-Staite, Mrs Felton, Mrs Baker, and Richards volunteered to review the document with the Clerk in order to form a response, and council agreed to delegation for that purpose.

TREE WARDEN SCHEME

Members considered a letter from the County Forestry Officer in which he set out arrangements for the appointment of Tree Wardens throughout the County. It was noted that any number of Tree Wardens could be appointed by the Parish Council and they would be trained and supported by the County Council who had received funding for this project. Following some discussion Councillor Langdon proposed the parish council appoint local Tree Wardens if possible, and that the scheme be advertised to solicit local support. This was seconded by Councillor Mrs Baker and carried by the meeting.

8985      ACCOUNTS FOR PAYMENT

Councillor Mrs Woolcock declared an interest in this item and took no part in the discussion or voting.

The Clerk circulated the attached list at Appendix C showing accounts for payment for October amounted to £5622.79, and income of £624.00. Councillor Mrs Baker proposed the accounts be approved for payment and cheques signed accordingly. This was seconded by Councillor Mrs Felton and carried by the meeting.

New garage with studio over and balcony to rear of dwelling at first floor.


The Parish Council has no objection to these proposals as set out.

2.        DR A. WALKER, BEAVERS LODGE, POINT, DEVORAN.

Erect a bedroom and garage extension.


The Parish Council has no objection to these proposals as set out.

MR & MRS J. CROWTHER, BELLEVUE, RESTRONGUET POINT, FEOCK.


Erect two storey extension to existing dwelling.


The Parish Council has no objection to these proposals as set out.

4.            MRS P. EGGLETON, VACANT PLOT OF LAND, ADJACENT TO TREEN,  


GOONPIPER, FEOCK.    


Erection of a new four bedroom dwelling.

Development of this site has been the subject of several unsuccessful applications in the past, at least one being dismissed on Appeal. The Parish Council would wish to see that policies in the Local Plan relating to the built environment outside the village envelopes and protection of the AONB are used to also reject this application.
5. MR G. HEWITT, MAGNOLIA COTTAGE, GOONPIPER, FEOCK.

Single storey extension and alterations.


The Parish Council has no objection to these proposals as set out.

6. MR & MRS J. EGGLETON, FAIRWINDS, QUAY ROAD, DEVORAN.

Tree works.

The Parish Council has no objection to these proposals as set out, subject to the observation of Carrick District Council’s Trees Officer.

7. MRS K. AVEL, TREHAYLE, RESTRONGUET POINT, FEOCK.

Replacement dwelling.

The Parish Council has fully considered this application in the light of reasons for a previous refusal, policies in the Local Plan, submissions from the applicant and objectors, and the District Council’s Planning Officers report.

The Parish Council accepts that the proposed elevation to the West is improved to the extent that it is generally respectful of the locality. The Council also believes that it is appropriate in this case to consider these proposals in the context of the whole of Restronguet Point and not just those for the four dwellings outside the village envelope. However, the Parish Council remains unconvinced that the elevations to the East have improved to the extent that they resolve original opposition to the design and therefore the overall scheme. In that sense it is felt they do not meet the strict conditions expressed in policy 6J of the Local Plan designed to protect the Area of Natural Beauty.

The Parish Council is aware that neighbours have great difficulty in accepting the current proposals and particularly those posed by the East elevations. It is also the District Council’s independent Architect’s view that the visual weakness of these proposals is predominately in these elevations.

The Parish Council is of the option that further improvement in design and remodelling is necessary to the East elevation of these proposals to improve appearance appropriate to the AONB. In the circumstances it is respectfully suggested that a determination be deferred until these matters have been resolved. 

8. MR & MRS C. BROOKS, HADBURN, 4, TREVALLION PARK, FEOCK.

Proposed replacement dwelling.

The Parish Council objects to these proposals on the basis they represent over development of the site, will cause loss of amenity to neighbours, will create an inappropriate access to the highway, and appear contrary to the street scene. As such the proposals are in conflict with policies in the Local Plan to protect the AONB, and the Country Council Structure Plan. 

9. MR A. RENDELL, HARCOURT HOUSE, HARCOURT, FEOCK.

Conservatory to side/new timber gate/brick wall to front.


The Parish Council has no objection to these proposals as set out.
