CHAIRMAN:  Councillor C J B Taylor

During the public session:

Mr Collins spoke against proposed development at Fourturnings on the basis that the proposals would mean loss of privacy, were unsuitable in an AONB, and that the size would be inappropriate in the existing street scene. Mr Collins was also concerned about redundant petrol tanks on the site.

Mr Mansfield spoke against the design of proposals to develop at Creek View Restronguet Point. He felt that although were no objections in principle to development the current proposals were out of keeping, used too much of the roof space, and that the general character of the building might be developed contrary to advice within the District Council Design Guide.  

The Chairman thanked those who had attended the public session and explained the views expressed would be taken into account during the following council meeting.

Councillor Langdon proposed that the minutes of the Council Meeting held on 17th November 2008, as circulated, be confirmed as a true record and signed by the Chairman. This was seconded by Councillor Brock and carried by the meeting.

MATTERS ARISING


REPORTS FROM MEMBERS

Councillor Brock reported that he and Councillor Langdon had once again administered the Unknown Donors Charity distribution for 2008 to 5 local persons. The balance of funds had been distributed to the Church in the normal way.

Councillor Richards reported that he and Councillor Mrs Felton had attended an initial local Community Network meeting convened by County Councillor Biscoe to review its likely future purposes and practices. It was noted that the present purpose of the proposed Network was far from clear, and that it was most likely that its purpose would continue to change and evolve over coming months. A further meeting was planned for January.

Councillor Richards also reported on the progress and likely costs of the proposed publication; a History of the Parish Council. It was noted that there were several options for publication and that he was currently reviewing that which would eventually produce a quality presentation with minimum risk to the council. 

Councillor Brock reported that the Spar Store at Carnon Downs had received a National Award and proposed that a letter of congratulations be forwarded to the owners.  
REPORTS ON PREVIOUS AND ONGOING BUSINESS

The Clerk explained that further to previous reports quotes had now been received for the replacement of the gate at Carnon Gate in the sum of £1005. It was noted that Restronguet Creek Society and Devoran Quay Society had agreed to contribute £500 and £100 respectively leaving a residual cost of £405. Following some discussion Councillor Mrs Baker proposed the council accept the quotes for the replacement of the gate at Carnon Gate and the council bear the residual cost of  £405, and that those helping to sponsor the replacement be formally thanked for their assistance.

District Councillor Mrs West reported on further meetings she had attended including those concerned with Planning Review, and Truro and Threemilestone Action Plan. It was noted that the Action Plan was subject to consultation until 21st February. Mrs West also reported on the proposed One Cornwall Planning Administration arrangements and those for depositing planning applications at One Stop Shops. Mrs West also referred to the Boundary Committee draft recommendation for a 123 Member Unitary Authority.

The Chairman thanked Councillor Mrs West for her attendance and report

Councillor Chamberlain reported on the ongoing work of One Cornwall and particularly the Localism Agenda which it was hoped would be the subject of discussions with representatives of the parish council during January. It was noted that Senior Managers continued to be appointed and that effort continued to be concentrated on ensuring that the new authority could operate efficiently and effectively from 1st April.

DEVON AND CORNWALL POLICE

PC Nigel Hyde that there had been very little crime since his last report. That which had occurred included theft of a boat at Loe Beach, theft from a local garage, and granite mushrooms from local gardens.

PLANNING APPLICATIONS CONSIDERED ON

15TH DECEMBER 2008

1.        MR & MRS C. BARTON, GRASSVALE, PENPOL, FEOCK.

Proposed extension and alterations.

The Parish Council has no objection to these proposals as set out.

2.        MR & MRS A. GRUBB, FOURTURNINGS, FEOCK.


Construction of dwelling and car parking on redundant garden, garage workshops and former petrol filling forecourt. 
The Parish Council has serious objection to these proposals on the basis that they will increase the density of buildings in this area and so be out of keeping with the settlement pattern, will be unsympathetic to local surroundings, and inappropriate in an area of Outstanding Natural Beauty and in the open countryside. As a result of potential loss of privacy they are also considered un-neighbourly.

The Parish Council is unsure if this application was in fact for considered as a full planning application (PA07/1627/08/R) or whether it was put forward for consultation as an outline application.  If it was the former it is felt it should have been accompanied by a contamination survey, and with a better set of plans.

The Parish Council is also concerned regarding land ownership adjacent to the road, which could affect the provision of a satisfactory access.  

3.
MR P. SHARP, ADJACENT TO CHY-YN-GWYDH, TROLVER HILL, PENPOL, FEOCK.

Tree works.
The Parish Council has no objection to these proposals as set out, subject to the observation of Carrick District Council’s Trees Officer.

4.            MR G. PIERCY, POLGWYNNE, FEOCK.

Single storey side extension.


The Parish Council has no objection to these proposals as set out.

5.
DR. A. CRAZE, FIR COTTAGE, FEOCK.

Certificate of proposed demolition of sub-standard workshop and reconstruct double garage, study and laundry room.


For information only, therefore the Parish Council has no comment to make.

6.
MR J. DAVIES, 13, ST JOHNS TERRACE, DEVORAN.

Remove external walls/windows and doors. Construct two-storey extension with hipped roof to rear with separate external utility room. New rooflights in existing roof. Remove front porch and reconstruct.

The Parish Council has no objection to these proposals in principle, but would respectfully ask that this application be considered in conjunction with the emerging Conservation Management Plan for Devoran.

7.
MR & MRS R. FOX, CREEK VIEW, RESTRONGUET POINT, FEOCK.


Conversion of redundant garage to ancillary living accommodation for main dwelling.

The Parish Council has no objection in principle to the proposed works, but have some concerns there is no evidence the proposals will meet existing Design Guidance on the re-use or existing roof materials, and will avoid over use of roof lights, particularly on an elevation overlooking neighbours. 

Unless these issues can be resolved the Parish Council is of the view that the proposals will be inappropriate in an AONB. contrary to the C.D.C. Design Guide and un-neighbourly.

MR I. BENNETT, CALOUNDRA, PENPOL, DEVORAN.


Proposed loft conversation and formation of new dormer windows.


The Parish Council has no objection to these proposals as set out.
