8885      MINUTES
Councillor Mrs Blenheim-Hassett proposed that the minutes of the Council meeting held on 18th February 2008, as circulated, be confirmed as a true record and signed by the Chairman. This was seconded by Councillor Langdon and carried by the meeting.

8886     MATTERS OF REPORT

REPORTS FROM MEMBERS

Councillor Mrs Felton reported her attendance at a very successful surgery held by the local Police Beat Managers in Carnon Downs on 3rd March.  A number of local issues had been raised including those associated with traffic speeding and road safety throughout the village. It was noted that a similar event would be held in Devoran on 31st March.

The Chairman thanked Mrs Felton for her time in attending this event and the kind invitation from the Police.

Councillor Mrs Felton raised her concern that, although much information was being received on the progress of the implementation of arrangements for the new Unitary Authority, and that the parish council had submitted a very credible statement supporting its case for future working relationships with the new authority, very little opportunity had been available so far for the council to discuss the ongoing "Localism" agenda. It was felt that as Feock had made a very special and progressive case, the council should take the opportunity to discuss current progress with those leading this initiative. Following some discussion Councillor Mrs Felton proposed approaches be made to District Councillor Chamberlain who was directly involved in this initiative, so that the council might add weight to its current case. This was seconded by Councillor Mrs Woolcock and carried by the meeting.

REPORTS ON PREVIOUS BUSINESS 

The Clerk reported that a recent planning application to develop the former Carnon Downs Filling Station had been formally withdrawn.

The Clerk reported that arrangements were in hand to fill the casual vacancy on the parish council for the Devoran Ward.

Further to minute 8879 and following the council's submission of its case for future working relationships with the new Unitary Authority, the Clerk read a very complimentary letter from the Parish Liaison Team.  Regarding general progress on working arrangements with the Unitary Authority the Clerk made detailed references to current thinking on Localism and the devolution of local services. It was still quite clear that opportunities would be available to take responsibility for delivering specific services and that consideration was still being given to the development of more influential roles in Planning, Licensing and Highway matters. It was noted that small-scale pilot projects would be taken forward in 2008 to see how delegation arrangements might work in practice.

The Clerk reminded Members that the Annual Parish Council Service would be held in the Methodist Chapel in Carnon Downs on 27th April at 10.30 am.

Apologies were received from Councillor Mrs D Smeath and District Councillor Chamberlain.

CURRENT REPORTS

CORNWALL COUNTY COUNCIL

County Councillor Currie reported, with regard to the new Unitary Authority, that he was pleased with the issues being taken forward by the parish council but still had many reservations that much of the detail was still not in place.  It was noted with regard to highway issues that he was following up safety issues on the new Devoran Roundabout and tree planting in the area. The Chairman thanked County Councillor Currie for his attendance and report.
CARRICK DISTRICT COUNCIL

Councillor Mrs West reported, following discussions with Enforcement Officers, that there were now apparently no issues likely to lead to Enforcement as a result of changes at the Garden Centre in the recent past. Mrs West also reported on the progress of planning applications at 21, Chycoose Parc.

Councillor Hill reported he had not been effectively kept informed about the approval of planning applications at Carnon Downs Garden Centre but had made a personal inspection of the site and could see no real reason why determinations should not proceed, although it was quite clear the approach roads to the site were relatively dangerous. 

The Chairman thanked District Council Members for their attendance and reports.

DEVON AND CORNWALL POLICE

PC Nigel Hyde reported on four crimes since his last report, including theft from a motor vehicle in Carnon Downs, burglary to offices in Carnon Downs, fuel thefts in Bissoe and criminal damage. PC Hyde also circulated notes on his recent speed checks in Carnon Downs followed up as part of the Parish Plan and the Police PACT initiative. It was noted, in summary, that from four further checks between 2nd February and 13th March that almost 7% of vehicles using Bissoe Road, and over 26% of vehicles using Point Road Carnon Downs were in excess of formal prosecution limits and that checks would continue. 

The Chairman thanked PC Hyde for his attendance and report, his ongoing good work in the community, and the exceptional level of support he had given the parish council over recent months.

OTHER PLANNING MATTERS
APPEALS

The Clerk reported that the Appeal in respect of a planning decision to refuse development at "Rosemullion", Tremarne Close, Feock had been dismissed by the Inspector from the Secretary of State, and that both the District Council's determination and the views of the Secretary of State accorded with the parish council's views on this particular application. 

8892
ELECTORAL REVIEW

Members considered a report from the Boundary Committee, previously circulated, regarding Electoral Review for the New Unitary Authority. It was noted that any Review could also embrace changes to parish council electoral arrangements. The Clerk presented a further statement setting out details of the numbers of electorate relative to Parish Councillors, District Councillors, and the existing County Councillor Ward arrangements. Following some discussion Councillor Mrs Baker proposed the Council respond to this consultation paper both directly to the Boundary Committee and the Implementation Group for the New Unitary Authority, to the effect that the parish council considers current Parish Ward arrangements to be equitable, manageable and entirely satisfactory. Given the expectation and responsibilities of new Unitary Authority Members the parish council considers that the numbers of electorate for the joint Ward of Feock and Kea will be unmanageable, and therefore likely to lead to problems of poor local representation, and poor performance in achieving the principles set out for the new Authority, particularly in terms of bringing local Government Services closer to the community. In the circumstances the parish council would respectfully ask that the Boundary Committee in its Boundary Review recommend two Unitary Authority Members for the current Feock and Kea Wards. This was seconded by Councillor Mrs Blenheim-Hassett and carried by the meeting.

PARISH PLAN IMPLEMENTATION GROUPS


Members considered minutes from the first Parish Plan Steering Group held on 26th February, previously circulated, and set out in Appendix C. He referred to the need for consideration and, if appropriate, the adoption of the minutes and the necessity, in particular, to appoint Chairman and Vice Chairman to Working Groups. The Clerk explained that Members had expressed their preferences. 

The Clerk confirmed that, with regard to general progress on the Parish Plan, copies had now been distributed to all residents involved in its evolution and all key partners who would share in its implementation. It was expected that work would continue on the priorities already in hand and the first Working Groups would be held over the next two months. Following some discussion Councillor Groves proposed the Council adopt the minutes of the first Parish Plan Steering Group of 26th February 2008 as set out, and that the following Members be appointed as Chairman and Vice-Chairman of Working Groups respectively; Planning Group: Councillors Mrs Smeath and Richards, Traffic, Roads and Public Transport Group: Councillors Mrs Felton and Mrs Woolcock, and Village Facilities Group: Councillors Brock and Tunnicliffe. This was seconded by Councillor Mrs Blenheim-Hassett and carried by the meeting.

PUBLIC CONSULTATION- PLANNING BRIEF DEVORAN SCHOOL


The Clerk reported that the proposed Planning Brief for the former Devoran School site would enter its final six week public consultation stage on 20th March, and copies would be formally made available at the District Council Offices, The Feock Parish Office and the Town Hall at Falmouth. The Clerk confirmed that a letter of explanation had been distributed to all households in Devoran, Point and Penpol to encourage as many residents and groups and societies to respond. It was hoped that members would encourage also encourage as many people as possible to respond individually to ensure the consultation responses are seen as  truly representative of the previously tested opinion of the village and its wider area.


The Clerk confirmed that the Brief was still in the form to that approved by the parish council and submitted to the District Council for approval as a Supplementary Planning Document, and that it would be perfectly legitimate to make a formal consultation response. It was anticipated that would be presented to the next council meeting for consideration. Following some discussion Councillor Mrs Baker proposed the Council consider its formal consultation response to the Planning Brief for the former school site in Devoran at the next Council meeting on 14th April 2008. This was seconded by Councillor Challen and carried by the meeting.

CONSULTATION-AGE CONCERN


Members considered correspondence from Age Concern, previously circulated, asking for consideration to be given to joint working arrangements with Age Concern on the production of a directory that lists facilities available within the local area. Following some consideration Councillor Langdon proposed the council assist Age Concern to produce a directory of facilities in the local area, initially by completing information that may be held on the directory. This was seconded by Councillor Hambly Staite and carried by the meeting.

BEATING THE BOUNDS


Councillor Richards reported, as a result of his work on the history of the parish council, that the council had not Beat the Bounds for the whole parish since 1969.  It had been noted that arrangements were in hand in 2001 to undertake this historic custom but it had been cancelled because of closure of the countryside resulting from the foot and mouth outbreak. Councillor Richards explained that he would be happy to work with the office staff and other members to make arrangements for the custom to be undertaken this year if that was the wish of the parish council. Following some discussion Councillor Mrs Baker proposed that the parish council undertake a Beating the Bounds ceremony at the most appropriate time in 2008 and that authority be delegated to a Group comprising Councillors Mrs Smeath, Mrs Blenheim-Hassett,  Richards, Brock, and Challen, and that arrangements be carried forward through Mrs Major from the parish office staff . This was seconded by Councillor Groves and carried by the meeting.
