Introduction from Chairman

John Brock welcomed everyone to the third parish plan other village facilities group, and thanked those attending for their time in helping the parish council meet the objectives set out in the parish plan.

Notes from the Group Meeting on 24th September:  No issues raised

Progress since the last meeting

· John Brock reported that progress continued to be good, and that the parish council had agreed all previous recommendations from the Working Group as set out. John Brock and other members of the group gave an update since the last meeting as follows:

· Investigations into the Old Carnon Gate were now nearing completion. It was noted that the likely cost would be approximately £1000. It was also noted with great pleasure that offers of support had been received from Restronguet Creek Society (£500) and Devoran Quay Society (£100), and that the parish council would be asked to support the balance of the cost from the parish plan budget. It was anticipated that the Gate would be completed within the first quarter of 2009.

· The recycling Group had met on 21st October and resolved to

· urge the principal local authority to increase its capability and reduce the number of items going to landfill, and help to promote initiatives locally

· possibly re-establish recycling banks at the Carnon Inn if possible

· establish the practicalities of a bank on the old A39 near the Devoran turn

· investigate recycling arrangements locally for old IT equipment and peripherals

· approach Devoran School with the view to involving children in an initiative

· approach local businesses with a view to placing battery recycling tubes on their premises

· support the advertising of recycling facilities

· help to promote composting

· establish a green page on the council's website

Further meetings were being planned for the New Year.

· Arrangements were underway to promote further discussions with both the Diocese and the County Council on the effects of the Planning Brief and the future uses of the building possibly to include extended services for the new school. 

· Ewan Abram Moore reported that with regard to Point Quay

· The slip-way arrangements were working well

· a pledge scheme had been established to help with fundraising

· work was ongoing to determine satisfactory bollard and signage arrangements, 

· a professional safety assessment was in the course of preparation

· discussions were ongoing regarding the replacement of the notice board

· plans were underway to provide a portable volleyball court in the Orchard

· discussions were underway (subject to any covenants) to provide cycle racks on the Quay

· It was noted that work was ongoing to establish allotments. A willing landowner had come forward, initial investigations had been undertaken on highway and planning issues, and that it was anticipated that by various means they would be available during the early part of the New Year.

· With regard to the parish councils small grants scheme the parish council had already agreed three grants to various local groups and societies, and that advertising continued.

· Work was ongoing to establish a more holistic approach to the development of Devoran Playing Field, and that reports would be made to the parish council as soon as possible

· The parish council was in the process of appointing a Tree Warden and that meetings would be held with the County Forestry Officer to hopefully focus attention on issues in the parish plan

· Arrangements were in hand to meet with Senior County Members and Officers concerning the parish council's great reservations about the current Localism Agenda for the new Cornwall Council
