Future Partnership relationships with the Unitary Authority

Alan Truan explained that the parish council continued to develop its future working relationships with the Unitary Authority, and that a meeting would be arranged to further those proposals soon. It would be appropriate for the local parish plan working groups to feed into that process to help define the Localism Agenda for the parish area. Following some discussion the Group agreed that for this group work should go on with the Unitary Authority for early service deliverables of issues set out in the Parish Plan. This would necessitate:

· Continuance of the existing parish plan working groups focus with emphasis  on service deliverables

· The fostering and/or continuance of direct working relationships with personnel within the various Directorates at the new Authority including those able to 

· Assist with village enhancements in Carnon Downs

· Improve sporting and recreational facilities particularly through community agreements, involvement at early stages in the development and financing of new schemes 

· Improve local business opportunities through open dialogue on key local issues including the future use of Devoran School etc

· Providing opportunities for the parish council to add financial value to local provision by the UA

· Promote improvement in general local well being 

· Joint use of facilities available at the parish office

· Continual enhancement of the parish council's role

· Develop the existing community hub

It was agreed that the efforts made by the parish council and the local working groups should be matched by outcomes from Local Government Review. It would be important that existing good relationships should continue and not be hindered by over complex arrangements, diminution of the parish council's existing excellent profile within the community, and that wherever possible negative political intervention be discouraged.

Review of issues in the Plan

Carnon Downs Village Hall Open Day

Sue Felton reported that the Village Hall Management Committee had recently held a Village Hall Open Day to show residents what clubs, societies and activities meet at the hall and encourage them to join. Twenty organisations provided displays and information on the day and the event was very well attended. Residents of all ages were also asked what new activities they would like to see. 

Small Grants Scheme

Jenny Major reported that the parish council had now agreed a scheme for the distribution of small grants throughout the community. The scheme would be operative from 1st October and application forms and notes regarding eligibility were also now available. Jenny asked local residents to ensure that the scheme was advertised as much as possible locally. Forms would be available from the Parish Office or Local Members. As far as it would be practical it was hoped that the results of a grant application would be known within a month. 

It was noted that applications would be determined by delegation to a Small Grants Committee of the Parish Council comprising Chairman, Vice-Chairman, Chairman and Vice-Chairman of the Parish Plan Other Village Facilities Group and a member of the parish office staff. There will be an appeal process to the full parish council for any applications refused. 

Allotments

Alan Truan reported that the parish council had now responded to the local need for allotments in the parish area. There were at present a number of uncertainties. These included the overall likely demand, the size required, where there may be land available, where future allotment holders might wish their allotments to be situated, the likely cost, the likely rentals, how a scheme might be administered and how day to day issues might be reconciled. Most of these issues would need to be clearer before it would be wise to invest in land, if it were available.

In the circumstances the parish council had resolved that the council form a working group with local residents to investigate the practicalities of the future allotment holders forming an Association to help take matters forward, and that a subsequent report be taken to council on the likely cost.

Members of the group felt this to be an excellent way forward and looked forward to a meeting of all those involved.
