Progress since the last meeting

· Diana Smeath reported that progress continued to be good, and that the parish council had agreed all previous recommendations from the Working Group as set out. Diana and other members of the group gave updates on progress as follows

· It was noted that Devoran Conservation Area Management Plan was well underway and that final consultation issues were being resolved prior to its adoption by the new Cornwall Council.

The group considered the parish council's detailed response to the consultation as set out in Appendix A and agreed to support the response as set out.

· With regard to the proposed Village Design Statement it was noted there had been great progress and that 
· A Scoping Report had now been prepared and copies distributed
· Initial arrangements were in hand to discuss the finance and other resources to support the project, and its likely outcomes with staff from the new Cornwall Council
· the parish council were in the process of considering additional financial support for the project
· initial arrangements were in hand to meet with a facilitator to establish the practicalities of taking the project forward
· It was noted that the Localism agenda for the new Cornwall Council was still developing and that the parish council was still responding to what it considered ill-conceived arrangements. A meeting was being arranged in January with Senior Officers from the new Council to address the issues.
· A signage audit for the parish area was underway and part of the Roads and Transport Group list of priorities.
