Relationship between the parish council and the evolving Unitary Authority:

Alan Truan explained that the parish council continued to develop its future relationships with the Unitary Authority, and that a meeting would be arranged to further those proposals soon. It would be appropriate for the local parish plan groups to feed into that process to help to define the Localism Agenda for the parish area.

Following some discussion the Group agreed that for this group work should go on with the Unitary Authority to focus on the early service deliverables of all the issues set out in the Parish Plan. This would necessitate:

· Continuance of the existing parish plan working groups focus with the emphasis on service deliverables within the time-scales and priorities set out.

· The continuance of direct working relationships with senior personnel within the Transport Directorate (and possibly any related new Directorates)

· Enhanced opportunities to work in equal working partnerships with Traffic Engineers, Road Safety Officers, Countryside Officers, and Public Transport personnel.

· Enhanced relationships with local Transport officers on daily issues

· The evolution of joint project "flagship schemes" that can be carried forward through direct working relationships and involvement in the LTP 

· Improved consultation on proposed local traffic, road safety, and countryside schemes before and during their evolution

· Improved consultation on all other local transport issues, including cyclical maintenance programmes etc

· Assistance with or the sharing of development studies

· Opportunities to jointly develop transport related schemes including initiatives on traffic calming, better use of local public transport facilities, the improvement of signage, street lighting, cycling, parking, publicity, and general infrastructure landscaping. 

· Opportunities to jointly develop new footpaths/walking routes and provide forms of publicity to encourage their use. 

· Adding financial value to current levels of service

· Joint use of the parish office facilities

· Local finance to support local schemes that otherwise may not go forward

· Continual review and further development and enhancement of the parish council's role.

It was felt vitally important that outcomes from the commitment made by the parish council and the community to both the evolution of the parish plan and the manner in which it was being taken forward should be matched by outcomes from the Local Government Review.

It was further felt that good relationships should continue to be fostered to ensure that issues set out in the parish plan are completed. It would be important that the momentum taken up by the parish plan groups continues and is not hindered by over complex new arrangements, the diminution of the parish council's existing excellent profile within the community, and that wherever possible political negative intervention be discouraged.

Review of issues in/for the Plan

Parking at Restronguet Point (referred from the parish council in July)

Derek Reed asked the Group to consider the inclusion of parking problems at

Restronguet Point into the Parish Plan.  This had been an historical problem and it was possible to greatly improve matters through some additional signage and the provision of a small area of yellow lines. The Group agreed to incorporate the issue into the Parish Plan. 

Speeding at Restronguet Point

Derek Reed also asked the Group to consider the inclusion of speeding problems at Restronguet Point into the Parish Plan. This was mainly being caused it was felt by visitors and contractors of various kinds. The Group agreed that residents should undertake further research before inclusion into the Plan so that priorities can be assessed.

Consultation on Yellow Lines at Loe Hill

Sue Felton explained that the parish council had been consulted on proposals to place waiting restrictions in Loe Hill and had referred the consultation to the Working Group. The group could see no reason why this proposal was necessary or appropriate while there were greater priorities. Given the seemingly more urgent necessity at Restronguet Point it was agreed that the County Council be asked to spend the monies allocated for Loe Hill at Restronguet Point instead.

It was noted that if the parish council working with the local transport group were to submit a response that endorsed current overall policies but also met a number of the objectives in the Parish Plan it might be possible to find a "flagship scheme" and the finance to support it.
