Introduction by Chairman: Sue Felton welcomed all those present to the third meeting of the Roads and Transport Parish Plan Working Group for the parish area.

Notes from the Group Meeting on 17th September:  
John Hanson asked if any further progress had been made on improvements to Old Carnon Hill since it had been agreed that Councillor Currie and Engineers had undertaken further investigations into both enhanced traffic calming and a 20mph speed limit. He also raised concerns that the Radar Class monitoring had been done during the school holidays which, in his view, would not have given a true reflection of the speed and volume of traffic.

It was noted that following a meeting with Engineers on 21st November no further information was yet available.

Progress since last meeting: 
Sue Felton gave a general update since the last meeting.

CCC had advised that the installation of the traffic activated sign at the approach to the Garden Centre at Carnon Downs had been delayed until January.

CCC had carried out Radar Class speed/volume monitoring at Trelissick and a comprehensive report was available. However it had been done in the wrong place -at the top of Trevilla Hill rather than where the footpath crosses at Old Lodge and at Sandoes Gate.

Following detailed discussions on the report it was agreed the Regional Engineer should be contacted to find out cost of investigating improved safety facilities for pedestrians at Old Lodge.

A further letter from residents in the Carnon Valley had been received about speeding and pedestrian safety along the de-restricted road from Bissoe to Carnon Gate. This issue has been discussed with officers from CCC since October 2006.

CCC had agreed that RadarClass monitoring will be done in both directions outside Hope Springs to investigate the extent of the problem.

CCC had advised that the tree planting scheme at Carnon Gate had commenced the week beginning 24th November.

CCC had provided an updated version of the Carnon Gate safety audit that including responses from the designer.

· Martin Watts presented a report and photographs demonstrating road safety issues at Greenbank Road and at the bottom of Market Street, Devoran. Martin explained there were two issues that needed resolution as soon as possible 
(a) Buses sweeping around the blind corner at Market Street

(b) The lack of a safe walking route along Greenbank Road from the bottom of Market Street to Devoran Metals

Martin felt that possible solutions to (a) could initially just be the installation of a two-way mirror at Market Street. In the longer term arrangements to resolve issue (b) a footpath and cycle way were necessary to improve road safety in this area

Alan Truan reported that the Localism Agenda for One Cornwall was still developing and that the parish council was responding to what it was felt were ill-conceived arrangements.

Representatives of the parish council were meeting with those responsible at County Hall to discuss the proposals for Localism which at present were felt to be too, bureaucratic, did not provide opportunities for parish councils to enhance their roles, provided inadequate partnership arrangements, and introduced unsatisfactory Community Network arrangements.  It was noted that the parish council would continue to seek arrangements that matched those previously agreed by the Parish Plan Steering and Working Groups.
