Notes from third Parish Plan Implementation Steering Group

15th October 2008

Welcome: Colin Taylor, the Parish Council Chairman, welcomed and thanked everyone for their attendance at this and the other Working Group meetings during September and October. He explained that in accordance with its Terms of Reference and usual practice, this meeting would review the various recommendations from the Working Groups and make appropriate recommendations to the parish council at their next meeting on 20th October.
Notes from meeting on 16th July and matters arising;

The notes from the previous meeting on 16th July were adopted as set out and there were no matters arising. The Chairman confirmed that the recommendations from that previous meeting had been fully endorsed by the parish council and approved as set out.
Reports from Working Groups

(a) Roads and Transport Group meeting held on 17th September.

Sue Felton, as Chairman of the Working Group, referred to the circulated notes of the meeting on 17th September, and thanked everyone for a lively debate. 

Sue expressed her delight that various people within the Working Group had now established sub-groups to take matters forward for the next Roads and Transport Group in December, and felt this was the only practical way to address a number of issues in the Parish Plan.

It was noted that progress had been made sine the meeting on a number of issues, not least the response to the Local Transport Plan. Work was also ongoing on the Carnon Gate Safety Audit to address a number of issues of concern.

Sue explained that the parish council had already set aside £2500 to help meet local transport priorities in the current year and next year. It was also becoming apparent that some of the issues in the Plan might only be taken forward if the parish council provided some or all of the finance. These schemes included the walking and cycling project, road safety works at Trelissick and on the King Harry Ferry Road, Speeding issues at Point, improvements to Greenbank Road and those other priorities currently under research.. In the circumstances, Mrs Felton asked the Parish Plan Steering Group to consider, at the appropriate time on the agenda, increasing the sum set-aside for roads and transport priorities by a further £3000.

· Following some discussion the following recommendations were made to the Steering Group for consideration later in the meeting:

· Add to issues in the parish plan: research into a model scheme which will pull together various strands within the Plan, to obtain CCC Local Transport Policy recognition and funding to help meet poor performance targets in LTP 2

· Add to issues in the parish plan, monitoring of the success of HGV Regulations within Carnon Downs

· Add to the parish plan: research into speeding at Restronguet Point

· Add to the parish plan: research into parking problems at Restronguet Point 

· Agree the actions arising from the progress report as set out in the notes of Roads and Transport Working Group of 17th September

· Agree the actions on future relationships with the Unitary Authority in those notes as set out

· That a further £3000 be set aside for roads and transport priorities from finance available within the parish plan budgets for 2008/9 and 2009/10

· That working arrangements be continue to match Local Members Transport Budgets with issues raised from priorities set out in the Parish Plan

(b) Other Village Facilities Group held on 24th September

John Brock, Chairman of the Working Group, referred to the circulated notes of the meeting on 24th September, and thanked all those who had contributed.

John also expressed his delight that various people within his Working Group had now established sub-groups and felt this would be a most helpful way of taking various issues forward for the next Working Group in December.

It was noted that progress had been made since the last meeting on a number of issues including support from the District Council Waste Manager for the ongoing local recycling initiative.  Progress was also very promising on the provision of allotements. Following an approach by Pete Tunnicliffe a local landowner had expressed interest in their provision. Those involved were meeting on 27th October to hopefully take matters forward.  John was also pleased that the council had now taken the Small Grants Scheme forward and that it had become operative from 1st October.

John asked those present to note that a Tree Warden Scheme was being promoted currently by the County and Parish Council and that anyone interested should contact the parish office.

 Following some discussion the following recommendations were made to the Steering Group for consideration later in the meeting: 

· Add to the parish plan: the appointment of Tree Wardens throughout the parish area.

· Agree the actions arising from the progress report as set out in the notes of Other Village Facilities Working Group of 24th September

· Agree the actions on future relationships with the Unitary Authority in those notes as set out

· That bids be made to CC Jim Currie for utilisation of £3000 community grant aid currently available  

(c) Planning and Housing Group meeting held on 29th September

Diana Smeath, Chairman of the Working Group, referred to the circulated notes of the meeting on 29th September, and thanked all those who had attended and contributed to the meeting.

Diana explained that progress had been made since the last meeting on a number of issues. The Devoran Conservation Management Plan was now open for its final public consultation and that the parish council would be helping in its advertising.

It was also pleasing that the Devoran School Brief had now gone through its various consultation and appraisal processes and had been recommended to the District for final approval as SPD on 22nd October. All the documentation on these topics was available from the parish office.

It was noted that progress was being made of the scoping report for the proposed Village Design Landscape Character Assessment and it was likely this would be available for submission to the Unitary Authority over the next week or so.

Diana explained that the parish council had already set aside £200 to help meet initial consultation costs for the development of a parish wide VDS/Character Statement.  The likely overall cost of these proposals would not be known until the County and District Council's had assessed the level of support they could provide in kind. It was very likely, whatever support was necessary from other agencies and authorities, that consultancy support would be necessary for the facilitating of the project and possibly writing it. In the circumstances it would be prudent at this point to make a reasonable provision for this flagship project in the parish plan. Mrs Smeath asked the Parish Plan Steering Group to consider, at the appropriate time on the agenda, increasing the sum set-aside for planning issues to £6000

Following some discussion the following recommendations were made to the Steering Group for consideration later in the meeting: 

· Agree the actions arising from the progress report as set out in the notes of the Planning Working Group of 29th September

· That a further £6000 be set aside for planning priorities from finance available within the parish plan budgets for 2008/9 and 2009/10

· Agree the actions on future relationships with the Unitary Authority in those notes as set out

Future meetings

Colin Taylor expressed the view that while the Parish Plan Monitoring arrangements were working well some consideration ought to be given to the frequency of meetings.  Meetings less often would leave more time for work on various projects; it would also relieve the office staff of some time without detracting from making good progress.

Following some discussion the Group felt it appropriate to meet four monthly after the meetings in December 2008 

Questions

Arising from various questions it was agreed that the following further recommendations be made to the parish council

· That the implications of the parish plan and its effect on the parish council Precept be considered in full by the parish council as part of its pre-budget review in November and presented to the parish Plan Steering Group in January 2009
· That local newsletters be prepared at least quarterly and more often as appropriate to add benefit to the improved local website, and that a list of local volunteers be developed to help with the distribution
· That the parish council continue its work with the District Council to meet local affordable housing need
· Recommendations from the Meeting to the Parish Council

Following some discussion the Parish Plan Steering Group 

· agreed the recommendations from the Roads and Transport Group as set out

· agreed the recommendations from the Village Facilities Working Group as set out

· agreed the recommendations from the Planning Working Group as set out

· agreed the additional recommendations set out for future meetings

· agreed recommendations raised from questions

and requested they be taken to the Parish Council on 20th October for endorsement and adoption by the Parish Council
